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• PRESIDENT'S REPORT 

In addition to the oral remarks to the Annual Meeting of the Ecumenical 
Task Force of the Niagara Frontier, Inc., on June 8, 1987, I would like to 
present the following parts of testimony given before the New York State 
Department of Environmental Conservation Hearings, June 2, 1987. 

I come before you not simply as a local parson. I am authori zed by the 
President of. the Unitarian Universalist Association, the Reverend Or. 
Willi am Schulz, to speak on behalf of our continental denomination with over 
one thousand churches and fellowships in the United'States and Canada • 

. 
We have heard already from Episcopal and Lutheran Bishops, from Monsignor 
Graeber of the Buffalo Catholic Diocese, from representatives of the 
Presbyterian· faith and will still hear from the Council of Churches, the 
Niagr:a.Chapter of the Conference of Christians and Jews, the Baptists, 
United Methodists, and the United Church of Christ and Disciples of Christ. 
The significance of the ecumenical and continent-wide religious perspective 
about what is happening to our environment is that it underscores the 
message: You, the citizens of Niagara County (and elsewhere), are not alone. 
For what is at stake is not a variation on the theme of Nil!IBY (not in my 
backyard). We, in Niagara County, are not just fighting for our own physical 
health, psychological well-bet ng and economic survival , out of narrow 

• self-interest, -Ours is a global concern. ·Like the Grand Canyon, Niagara 
Falls is one of the great wonders of the world. An icon of America, a 
precious treasure that issues forth out of the beauty and power of creation. 

Meanwhile, into the heart and center of this unique ·community, CECOS 
Internat ional wishes to place 2 billion more pounds of toxic waste, setting 
up, next to one of nature•s ·most magnificent works of art, a hellish pit 
of poll ution, a lunar landscape of desolation , a monument to human 
alienation from mother earth. Niagara Falls has suffered enough! We have 
been both the architects and the victims of Love Canal, and now we say, 
NO MORE. Past disaster has taught us valuable lessons and we are here not 
to repeat the tragic mi~takes of the past. 

In his book, The Plague, author Albert Camus describes how a c00111unity, 
the city of Oran, upon the shores of the Mediterranean, is suddenly visited 
by a case of bubonic plague. People are incredulous. I.n our enlightened 
times, it can't be! The plague belongs to the aark !ges, when one-third 
of the population of Europe died of the contagious disease. In Camus' 

· masterful novel, the civic, religious and medical authorities at first 
attempt to reassure the people, issue soothing statements, yet the rumors and 
the reality of the plague keep spreading and in the end, the whole corrrnunity 
is engulfed and devastated.

Alas, the metaphor of the plague applies to our situation at hand. 
Corporation lawyers will argue that we have nothing to fear, that 
site 6 of the CECO$ complex is simply another 'secured' landfill and 
State-Of-The-Art. But as Love Canal made its way into public 
consciousness, we were assured by experts in government and business that 
things were under control. Yet the nightmare did not go away. What used 
to be a thriving coll11!lunity has become a ghost town. The blueprint for 
site 6 is a prescription for disaster, a blueprint for making more of 
Niagara Fall-s into a Love Canal ghost town. 

We remember that the Ti·tanic was touted as State-of.'..The-Art. She was 
vaunted. unsinkable. SS Stark in the Persian Gulf was also State-Of-The-Art -
a marvel of human ingenuity and sophistication . 

We dare not indulge in similar illusions with so-called secure landfills. 
For ye are duly forewarned. By whom? By our own government! Their 
studies te 11 us that "secure" 1 andfi 11 s are a misnomer. Landfi 11 s, by 
definition, are not State-Of-The-Art. Landfills are obsolete. Landfills 
may be secure for a while, but certainly not for the duration of the 
toxicity, which is a matter not of years, but of centuries. 

Shall we allow the toxic waste to seep into the basements of our homes, 
into the mists of the Falls, int o the sediments of Lake Ontario, into the 
seagulls and the fish, and into the bodies of generations yet unborn? 

The Department of Environmental Conservation, along with CECOS, pleads a 
Gradfather Clause which purports to disallow a Siting Board to determine 
whether the CECOS location is geologically and otherwise fit for another 
landfill. We are less interested in an abstract Grandfather Clause than 
in the welfare and health of our grandchildren! Let not the curse of toxic 
pollution and disease fall upon innocent victims of third and fourth 
generations. CECOS would like to do business as usual, but this is not a 
time for business as usual. we are faced with a dire emergency that 
involves the very survival of our community. We call upon the Department 
of Environmental Conservation, and upon Governor Cuomo, to put an end to 
this unholy mess. Let us not sacrifice Niagara Falls upon the altar of 
blindness and ill-conceived schemes. 

May it never be said that in the first of week of June 1987, the Department 
of Environmental Conservation became the instrument that sealed the fate 
of this corrmunity and took the rainbow out of our sky. 

It was a privilege to appear at the Hearings today, provided these Hearings 
are not a charade, an exercise in futility. He who are neither engineers 
nor lawyers, do we have a voice, or are we disenfranchised? Will we be 
dismissed as irrel evant because we do not address ourselves to narrow legal 
and technical issues, but speak fro~ a larger perspective and from the 
heart? Let us remind ourselves that in the United States Constitution, whose 
Bicentennial we celebrate this year, it is written, "~le the people", not 
"We the engineers", or "we the bureaucrats", or "we the lawyers".

We trust this process is not simply to go through the motions to satisfy 
• the concept of citizens' participation, but a sincere way to get our input . 

There is real concern in Niagar~ and other communities across the land, 
that Hearings are simply for show and decisions are made in advance with little 
or no regard for what we have to say. That would be a travesty of the 
democratic process and would be demoralizing for those of us who take the 
time and make the effort to present our concerns. 

One of -Our Unitarian forebear.~. Henry David Thoreau: wrote Walden Pond which 
became.an American classic. It expresses a keen appreciation and love of 
nature, stressing that we should live in harmony with the environment, rather 
than subdue and abuse it. . ' 

Hen<;~, we call upon the Department of Environmental Conservation to be true 
to its name, to conserve our priceless heritage, and to protect this jewel 
of nature and this wonderful cOlilllunity of people from the inroads of 
frightful desecration.

ETF: C(NIJlllEJIT AND CHALLENGES 

Since the founding of the Ecumenical Task Force of the Niagara Frontier, 
Inc., in March 1979, the commitment of the interfaith community in 
response to persons and communities suffering from the effects of hazardous 
waste has never waivered. This dedication has been marked these past 
eight years l>y the stability of the persons who serve on its board and 
staff, the quality of service and the steady leadership provided to the 
community, citizens, and grassroots environmental groups. . 

Evidence of these hallmarks can be found throughout this annual report. 
Most importantly, they can be found in the everyday witness of ETF's chosen 
Proverb, "Where there is no vision, the people perish". (Proverbs 29:18). 
With eyes and hearts wide open, the ETF has. been involved in what is most 
often not popular, but prophetic; not economically lucrative, but ethical; 
not politic, but pastoral and practicai. It is these tasks: the prophetic, 
ethical, pastoral and practical, that are rooted in our theologies of care 
for the earth and our advocacy for environmental wholeness, social and 
economic justice. 

One of the ways in which we ~ave done these tasks has been our collaboration 
with other groups, be it governmental, citizen, educational, scientific 
or in the private sector. This collaboration has taken the form of 
convening on the issues which are part-and-parcel of the hazardous waste 
problem. 

Our staff and board have become members of other boards and groups such as 
Great Lakes United, NYS Superfund Management Board, Environmental Planning 
Lobby, the Environmental Liaison Committee (NF Chamber of Commerce), Niagara 
Falls Hazardous Materials Advisory Council, National Catholic Rural Life 
Conference, Buffalo River RAP, the Campaign to Save Niagara. We have 
co-sponsored two Environment 2000 Conferences with the NYS Department of 
Environmental Conservation, the Niagara and Erie Counties Environmental 
Management Councils, and Great Lakes United. We have co-sponsored and 
presented workshops with the National Voluntary Organizations Active In 
Disaster (NVOAO), and served as advisors on publications of the Conservation 
Foundation and authored numerous articles. 

The core of our work has been, and will remain, what we can offer and provide 
for those persons and colTlllunities Who reside in neighborhoods and areas 
impacted by hazardous waste. The conferences, convenings, and collaborative 
efforts are but a means to awaken and stir 1nto action the tools and 
instruments which will resolve the problems of hazardous waste. 

Other persons and organizations have joined and supported our efforts. We 
thank each one of them and are grateful for their friendship and advice • 
l would like to single out one such group of persons who have put their 
shoulders, heads and hearts to the task before us .

The committee faces the continuing challenge of keeping up with developments 
at numerous remedial sites: The process of the Habitability Study at Love 
Canal; the remedial action plans and incinerator permit testing for Hyde Park; 
the negotiations for actions to be taken at 102nd. Street Landfill; the 
proposals for remediation of Durez/Pettit Creek flume in North Tonawanda; and 
the status of plans for $-Area. (All sites, except Durez, are Superfund sites.) 

In addition to these ongoing concerns, there were numerous specific incidents 
and events that required our attention over the past year : · 

• In September 1986, Fr. John L. Kieffer, S.J., Ph.D., represented 
our concerns at the Brine Line Hearings for the Ni achlor plant . 

• On several occasions we signed on with C.O.P.E. (FMC-Middleport, N.Y.) 
in their requests for testing, fencing and other precautionary 
measures at the FMC Plant in Middleport. 

• We testified at Hearings sponsored by Great Lakes United on the 
Niagara River Toxics Management Plan. 

• We developed policy statements opposing the permitting of Occidental 
Liquid Waste Incinerator . 

• We prepared testimony for Hearings i-n February on the New York 
State Solid Waste Management Plan. 

• We corresponded with Great Lakes United and other environmental groups 
calling for a united front on the Durez issue, outlining our policy 
that : Occidental must accept and acknowledge their responsibility, 
contamination must be removed from Pettit .Creek Flume, and that 
on-site storage of dioxin-contaminated wastes is currently the best 
available technology. 

• During the Spring of 1987, a great deal of time and energy has been 
devoted to the opposition· to the granting of a permit for CECOS 
Internation/Jl's (Browning-Ferris Industries) SCRF H6 in Niagara Falls, 
New York. 

What shall we expect to do in the future? It becomes obvious that both 
incineration and land-filling are compromise. solutions to the hazardous 
waste problem, therefore, we would suggest a policy that encourages and gives 
incentives for: 

• Waste reduction 
• Recycling/recovery 
• Development of safe destructive 

technologies.

We have examined the statement of assets and liabilities 
resulting from cash transactions of Ecumenical Task Force of the 
Niagara Frontier, Inc. as of March 31, 1987, and the related 
statement of revenues collected and expenses paid and changes in fund 
balances for the year then ended.

NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES: 

The accounting policies followed by the Corporation in the 
preparation of the accompanying financial statements are as 
follows: 

Revenue and Expense - Revenue and expense are recognized 
generally on a cash basis, as described in Note 2. A substantial 
portion of the Corporation's revenue is·received from major church 
denomination grants and certain of these grants are restricted in 
their use to direct aid for indigent families. 

Depreciation - Provision for deprect.ati:on· is based upon various 
asset lives using the straight-line method. 

Taxes - The Corporation has obtained tax-exempt status as a 
pr1vate foundation under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue 
Code. Under this provision, the Corporation is exempt from federal 
and state income taxes as a not-for-profit corporation • 

• 
2. BASIS OF ACCOUNTING: 

The Corporation's policy is to ·prepare its financial statements 
generally on a cash receipts and disbursements basis of accounting; 
consequently, certain revenues are recognized when received rather 
than when earned, and certain expenses and purchases of assets are 
recognized when cash is disbursed rather than when the obligation 
is incurred. Financial statements prepared on this basis of accounting 
are not intended to present financial position and results of 
operations in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles. 

3. CONTRIBUTIONS: 

All contributions are considered to be available for unrestricted 
use unless specifically restricted by the donor. ·
